Bond strength is dependent upon the amount of adhesive-to-surface contact
developed. Firm application pressure hel ps devel op better adhesive contact and
improve bond strength.

To obtain optimum adhesion, the bonding surfaces must be clean, dry, and well
unified. Some typical surface cleaning solvents are isopropyl alcohol or heptane.
Note: Be sureto follow solvent manufacturer’s precautions and directions for use
when using solvents.

Ideal tape application temperature rangeis 70°F to 100°F (21° to 38°C). Initial tape
application to surfaces at temperatures below 50°F (10°C) is not recommended
because the adhesive becomes too firm to adhere readily. However, once properly
applied, low temperature holding is satisfactory.

General Information

The resistance of these tapesto ultraviolet (U.V.) light isfair. Applications where
the adhesive massis directly exposed to sunlight or other sources of U.V. light
through glass, clear plastic, etc. should be avoided. Edge exposure is generally
satisfactory.

The A-60 adhesive has relatively good resi stance to moderate amounts of
plasticizers. Applications may be subjectively evaluated by the user testing the tape
in contact with the materials at conditions of 150°F (66°C) for a period of 5-7 days.

This adhesive will not bleed into most paper stocks which helps minimize possible
discoloration of posters, business forms.
